A Site is in Flood Zone 1, but susceptible to 1 in
30 year and 1 in 100 year surface water
flooding

CONSTRAINTS



A Apartment block with 51 build to rent apartments (26 no. 1-beds, 20 no. 2-beds and 5 no. 3-beds)

A 20% affordable housing in line with National Planning Practice Guidance: 10 affordable dwellings and
£27,387.65 financial contribution

A Car-free scheme: 1 disabled parking space and 1 electric vehicle car club parking space; residents will
not be entitled to residents parking permits to park on local streets

A Internal cycle store (90 spaces) and 50 external spaces (including spaces for family bicycles) i
exceeds local standards

A Childrendéds play space and rooftop amenity space

A Contributions: £88,968 secondary education; £63,750 towards E4 strategic cycle route/Stoke Hill
roundabout; £60,000 towards provision and improvement of off-site playing fields.
